It has not been easy, but with one heart we are THANKFUL TO ALL OUR DONORS
who, through the Valter Baldaccini Foundation, stood with us and our Mathare slum
family. Thank you for the pandemic food relief and the Christmas package you
provided to the children.

We would like to thank God for his care and protection throughout the years. Since
our last magazine in April 2020, the Valter Baldaccini Foundation, working with
Kentoledo Social Service Club has continued implementing its goal of helping the
children from Mathare Slums with education and social welfare.
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Under KTSSC, the Valter Baldaccini foundation has continued its support for 39
needy and vulnerable children from the Mathare slums for their primary and
secondary Education. In addition to the 39 children, one youth; Mary Gaturu, is being
supported for University Education. We are happy to report that John Wambua Miti
who was being supported in a tertiary college completed his studies and he is
working for a short time.

COVID-19 UPDATES

It has now been one year since the first case of the Corona Virus was diagnosed in
Kenya. Fortunately, the number of cases detected daily have declined drastically
from September 2020 to early March 2021. We also see a light at the end of the
tunnel after the Government received first doses of the Covid-19 vaccines. The
vaccines will first be administered to frontline workers like health workers and
teachers which will greatly help to reduce the spread of the virus in schools. Schools
in Kenya resumed lessons in October last year after a drastic drop in the number of
COVID-19 infection cases. In schools, children are still wearing masks and practicing
hand washing with soap using running water. In mid-March this year, the
government was worried about the 3 wave of the Corona Virus outbreak after a
surge in the daily reported cases. This has led to closure of schools, hotels and
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churches, lockdown of some counties and increased covid-19 counter measures
such as 8p.m to 4a.m curfew hours.

Despite the disruptions caused by the Corona virus pandemic, we are grateful that
up to now, none of the children in the program nor any KTSSC staff have contracted
the virus. The virus disrupted the academic calendar resulting in a complete change
of the Kenyan Academic Calendars for the years 2020, 2021 and 2022. A noticeable
change is like the beginning and the end of the academic year calendar for 2020,
2021 and 2022. For the new academic year calendar, we would like to inform you
that Class 8 and Form 4 students will be taking their National Examinations in April
hence completing primary level and secondary [high school) level education in April
respectively, awaiting transition to new or higher levels of education in July.

This year we have four academic semesters as follows:
1) Semester 2 of 2020 academic calendar: January - Mid March 2021 Semester.
2) Semester 3 of 2020 academic calendar: May - Mid July 2021 Semester.
3] Semester 1of 2021 academic calendar: Mid July - October 2021 Semester.

4) Semester 2 of 2021 academic calendar: Mid October - December 2021
Semester.

For the academic years 2020 and 2021, the new academic year will begin in july
and end in April of the next year.
